Saline Schools Enrollment Process
Registration takes place at the District Information Office located on the 1st floor of Historic Union School, 200 N. Ann Arbor St., Saline, MI 48176.  Registration hours are 8:00 – 12:00 and 1:00 – 4:30, Monday through Friday.  Registration must be completed by a parent or legal guardian.
You must be a resident of the Saline School District to attend Saline Schools.  If not, you can a) obtain a release from the district you currently reside in or b) pay tuition (approximately $7,500) and you must provide your own transportation.
If you are a non-resident and are interested in attending Saline Schools by one of the methods mentioned above, please fill out the Out-of-District Form and submit to the District Office at Union School (200 N. Ann Arbor St., Saline, MI 48176) before enrolling.

If your child has an active IEP, please bring with you to registration.
Please bring with you to enrollment:

· Original Birth Certificate

· Proof of Residency (see list on form above)

· Immunization Records

· Proof of Guardianship (if the student is not living with either parent, proof of full guardianship from the Probate Court must be submitted.  This must be updated annually).

· Court Documents (a parent who wishes to have the school limit access to their child by the other parent, must provide legal documentation to this affect at time of registration.  The school cannot deny a natural parent access to his/her child without documentation on file).
· Custody Papers (if parents are divorced, please provide papers of who has custody).

If you submit a form with a future move in date for your proof of residency, AFTER you have moved into your residence, final documentation (warranty deed, etc.) must be submitted to the District Office by the date established at registration.
